CONSIDERATION OF A PROPOSED RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE TO NEGOTIATE, EXECUTE AND AMEND, AS NECESSARY, A CONTRACT WITH THE REGENTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA, DAVIS	


	


DISCUSSION:





The State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) has contracted with the Regents of the University of California, Davis (UCD) and UC Davis Aquatic Toxicology Laboratory (UCDATL) for the past fourteen years to conduct three species bioassay toxicity testing with Central Valley inland surface waters.  Beginning Fall 2000, the Regents of the University of California, Davis will begin to utilize and perform the California Stream Bioassessment Procedure (CSBP) developed by the California Department of Fish and Game as another monitoring tool.  The CSBP is a regional adaptation of the EPA Rapid Bioassessment Protocols, is accepted by EPA, and recognized as California’s standardized bioassessment procedure for wadeable streams.  The CVRWQCB intends to initiate an ambient monitoring program that incorporates the CSBP in the Sacramento and San Joaquin River basins to evaluate agricultural dominated and effluent dominated water bodies.  UCDATL will perform the CSBP.  In addition to the bioassessments, the monitoring contract with UCD will include elements that investigate and monitor organophoshate (OP) pesticides in the San Joaquin watershed and Arcade Creek in Sacramento.  The new Interagency Agreement must be negotiated and approved for three fiscal years.    





The proposed resolution authorizes:  (1) a monitoring contract for up to $600,000 for bioassessments and OP pesticide investigations through October 30, 2003.  





POLICY IMPACT:	





Should the State Water Board accept a new Interagency Agreement authorizing the


Executive Director or his designee to: contract with UCD for bioassessments, OP pesticide monitoring, and Arcade Creek TMDL not to exceed $600,000 in the amount of $268,735 for each year from October 2000 through October 2003.  




















FISCAL IMPACT:	





The resolution will (1) authorize up to $600,000 for a new Interagency Agreement which expires October 31, 2003.  Additional spending authority may be required.  Funding sources for the UCD contract are as follows: bioassessments ($154,200 from State Fund AB 982 and General Funds); San Joaquin basin OP pesticide monitoring ($52,288 from State TMDL Funds), and Arcade Creek TMDL ($57,018 from Federal Clean Water Act Section 104 Grant Funds).  Additional funds will be amended to the contract next year.








REGIONAL BOARD IMPACT:	





Yes, the CVRWQCB will administer and manage the contract.  The CVRWQCB and Budget Office will work together to ensure the necessary annual allotments are reflected in the contract line item and adequate spending authority is available.





STAFF RECOMMENDATION:	





That the State Water Board adopt the resolution authorizing the Executive Director or his designee to negotiate, execute and amend, as necessary, a new monitoring contract with the Regents of the University of California, Davis.
