Project 
Description  

The purpose of this project is to provide safe and reliable access 
from Cat Canyon Road to the proposed East Cat Canyon Oil Field 
Redevelopment Project. 
 
The project activities include: 

 Installing a 4 foot wide and 4 foot tall box culvert with wing 
walls and rip rap at entrance one; 

 Placing a drain with riprap at entrance one;  
 Placing grouted rip rap along a portion of the road at 

entrance two; 
 Constructing roads at each of the entrances; 
 Constructing access roads that connect to the existing Cat 

Canyon entrance; and 
 Hydroseeding the project area. 

 
Planned compensatory mitigation for this project includes 
restoring 0.20 acres of riparian habitat. 
 
The County of Santa Barbara will file an Environmental Impact 
Report in March 2018.
