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Bottled Water Termination Information for Private Well Owners

June 29, 2006

In accordance with State Board Order WQ-0007, Olin may stop supplying bottled water to individual well owners if well water testing results show that there have been four consecutive quarters of equal to or less than 6 parts per billion perchlorate in the water. Numerous private well owners have received a notification letter from Olin that explains that you will not be receiving bottled water any more because the water from your well meets the above-described criteria.  

Water Board staff has been working hard to review all the data for each well to confirm that each listed well meets the State’s criteria for discontinuing bottled water service.  This fact sheet outlines how you can look at the last four quarters of Olin’s well testing results for each individual wells which has been identified as no longer receiving bottled water.  Please note that to access the well testing results you will need your well number and have Microsoft Excel and Adobe Acrobat Reader.

To Access the Well Data:

a. Click on the “Facilities” link on the left-hand side menu.

b. Click on the “Olin Perchlorate” link.

c. Under the “Olin Bottled Water Termination Heading”, click on the “To check well concentrations from Olin's Groundwater Monitoring Reports”.

This directory contains the past four quarters of Olin’s Groundwater Monitoring Reports. 

How to Look-Up and Check the Well Data: 

1. Open up the Excel spreadsheet and look for your well id number.  

2. If a “FTP Log On” window opens at any time, make sure “Anonymous” is selected, leave the “Password” field empty, and select “OK”.

3. Find your well number in the second column of the Excel spreadsheet that is highlighted yellow called “station name” by either scrolling through the list or using the “Find” feature under the “Edit” menu.  The “lab_batch” column is highlighted blue and is fourth from the left.  It tells which Adobe Acrobat pdf file corresponds to your well.  Each Adobe Acrobat pdf file is a laboratory data sheet that shows the perchlorate result from the water sample collected from your well. Please note that there are four quarters of data so you will need to look at four Excel spreadsheets and four Adobe Acrobat pdf files.  

4. Now switch back to the directory and open the pdf with the name given (for example “M0G0021”) from the spreadsheet.  Scroll to the third page of the pdf file.  Under “result”, the number shown is the concentration of perchlorate in that well and should be no greater than 6.0 μg/L.  If the value is labeled “ND”, this stands for “not detected”.
