MANDATORY PENALTY
IN THE MATTER OF

CITY OF RIO VISTA AND ECO RESOURCES, INC.
TRILOGY AND NORTHWEST WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANTS
SOLANO COUNTY

This Complaint is issued to the City of Rio Vista and ECO Resources, Inc. (hereafter
collectively referred to as Discharger) pursuant to California Water Code (CWC) section
13385, which authorizes the imposition of Administrative Civil Liability (ACL), CWC section
13323, which authorizes the Executive Officer to issue this complaint, and CWC section 7,
which authorizes the delegation of the Executive Officer’s authority to a deputy, in this case the
Assistant Executive Officer. This complaint is based on findings that the Discharger violated
provisions of Waste Discharge Requirements (WDRs) Order Nos. R5-2002-0099 and R5-
2004-0092 (NPDES No. CA0083771).

The Assistant Executive Officer of the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central
Valley Region (Regional Water Board) finds the following:

1.

The City of Rio Vista owned the Trilogy Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP). ECO
Resources, Inc., operated the WWTP through 31 July 2005. On 1 August 2005, Veolia
Water, Inc. became the new contract operator, but has not been named as a Discharger.
The City of Rio Vista closed the Trilogy WWTP on 31 July 2006 and opened the
Northwest Wastewater Treatment Plant, which provides sewerage service to part of the
City of Rio Vista, in Solano County. Treated domestic, commercial and industrial
wastewater is discharged to an unnamed ephemeral stream that is tributary to the
Sacramento River, a water of the United States.

On 7 June 2002, the Regional Water Board adopted WDRs Order No. R5-2002-0099 to
regulate discharges of waste from the Trilogy Wastewater Treatment Plant. On

9 July 2004, the Regional Water Board adopted WDRs Order No. R5-2004-0092, which
regulated the operations of both the Trilogy Wastewater Treatment Plant and the
Northwest Wastewater Treatment Plant, contained new regulations, and rescinded Order
No. R5-2002-0099. The WDRs include effluent limitations and other requirements
regarding the wastewater discharges.

CWC sections 13385(h) and (i) require assessment of mandatory penalties and state, in
part, the following:

CWC section 13385(h)(1) states, “Notwithstanding any other provision of this division,
and except as provided in subdivisions (j), (k), and (I), a mandatory minimum penalty of
three thousand dollars ($3,000) shall be assessed for each serious violation.”

CWC section 13385 (h)(2) states, “For the purposes of this section, a ‘serious violation’
means any waste discharge that violates the effluent limitations contained in the
applicable waste discharge requirements for a Group Il pollutant, as specified in
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Appendix A to Section 123.45 of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations, by
20 percent or more or for a Group | pollutant, as specified in Appendix A to Section
123.45 of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations, by 40 percent or more.”

CWC section 13385(i)(1) states, “Notwithstanding any other provision of this division,
and except as provided in subdivisions (j), (k), and (l), a mandatory minimum penalty of
three thousand dollars ($3,000) shall be assessed for each violation whenever the
person does any of the following four or more times in any period of six consecutive
months, except that the requirement to assess the mandatory minimum penalty shall not
be applicable to the first three violations:

A) Violates a waste discharge requirement effluent limitation.

B) Fails to file a report pursuant to Section 13260.

C) Files an incomplete report pursuant to Section 13260.

D) Violates a toxicity effluent limitation contained in the applicable waste discharge
requirements where the waste discharge requirements do not contain pollutant-
specific effluent limitations for toxic pollutants.”

4. CWOC section 13323 states, in part:

“Any executive officer of a regional board may issue a complaint to any person on whom
administrative civil liability may be imposed pursuant to this article. The complaint shall
allege the act or failure to act that constitutes a violation of law, the provision authorizing
civil liability to be imposed pursuant to this article, and the proposed civil liability.”

5. The Executive Officer has issued one prior Administrative Civil Liability Complaint (ACLC)
for Mandatory Minimum Penalties to the Discharger. ACLC No. R5-2004-0526 was
issued 25 June 2004 in the amount of $9,000, for effluent violations through
31 March 2004. The Regional Water Board has accepted payment and considers this
prior matter resolved.

6. WDRs Order No. R5-2002-0099 Effluent Limitations No. B.1. include, in part, the following
effluent limitations:

To evaluate compliance with this limitation, ammonia analyses shall be divided by developed dilution credit in
accordance with dilution study and results compared to Attachments F and G values.

The total number of coliform bacteria shall not exceed an MPN of 23 per 100 mL in more than one sample in any 30-
day period. No single sample shall exceed an MPN of 240 per 100 mL.

Based upon an average dry weather flow of 0.2 mgd. For reporting purposes,
compliance with these limitations shall be determined as follows. For monthly
average limitations: (measured concentration [mg/L]) x 8.345 [conversion
factor] x (monthly average flow rate). For daily maximum limitations:
(measured concentration [mg/L]) x 8.345 [conversion factor] x (daily flow rate).
Turbidity of the filtered wastewater does not exceed any of the following: a) an
average of 2 NTU within a 24-hour period, 2) 5 NTU more than 5 percent of the
time within a 24-hour period; and c) 10 NTU at any time.

The total number of coliform bacteria shall not exceed an MPN of 23 per 100
mL in more than one sample in any 30-day period. No single sample shall
exceed an MPN of 240 per 100 mL.

According to the Discharger’s self-monitoring reports, the Discharger committed two
hundred seventy-nine (279) serious Group | violations of the above effluent limitations
contained in Order Nos. R5-2002-0099 and R5-2004-0092 during the period beginning

1 April 2004 and ending 31 December 2007. The violations are defined as serious
because measured concentrations of Group | constituents exceeded maximum
prescribed levels by more than 40 percent on these occasions. The mandatory minimum
penalty for these serious violations is eight hundred thirty-seven thousand dollars
($837,000).

According to the Discharger’s self-monitoring reports, the Discharger committed sixty (60)
non-serious violations of the above effluent limitations contained in Order Nos.
R5-2002-0099 and R5-2004-0092 during the period beginning 1 April 2004 and ending 31
December 2007. Fifty-six (56) of the non-serious violations are subject to mandatory
penalties under CWC section 13385(i)(1) because these violations were preceded by
three or more similar violations within a six-month period. The mandatory minimum
penalty for these non-serious violations is one hundred sixty-eight thousand dollars
($168,000).

The total amount of the mandatory penalties assessed for the cited effluent violations is
one million five thousand dollars ($1,005,000). A detailed list of the cited effluent
violations is included in Attachment A, a part of this Complaint.

CWC section 13385 (k)(1) states, in part:

“In lieu of assessing all or a portion of the mandatory minimum penalties pursuant to
subdivisions (h) and (i) against a publicly owned treatment works serving a small
community, the state board or the regional board may elect to require the publicly
owned treatment works to spend an equivalent amount towards the completion of a
compliance project proposed by the publicly owned treatment works...”

CWC section 13385 (k)(2) states, in part:

“For the purposes of this subdivision, ‘a publicly owned treatment works serving a small
community’ means a publicly owned treatment works serving a population of 10,000
persons or fewer or a rural county, with a financial hardship as determined by the state
board after considering such factors as median income of the residents, rate of
unemployment, or low population density in the service area of the publicly owned
treatment works...”

Staff at the State Water Resources Control Board has determined that the City of Rio
Vista Trilogy and Northwest Wastewater Treatment Plants are a “publicly owned
treatment works serving a small community.”

The Discharger has spent $25.37 million for engineering design, environmental review,
land acquisition, treatment plant construction, and outfall construction for the new
Northwest Wastewater Treatment Plant. The Discharger has completed the above
compliance project to address the effluent violations. With the completed compliance
project, the Discharger has expended in excess of the mandatory minimum penalty that is
required by CWC sections 13385(h) and (i).

The compliance project was performed in accordance with the State Water Resources
Control Board Enforcement Policy.

Issuance of this Administrative Civil Liability Complaint to enforce CWC Division 7,
Chapter 5.5 is exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act
(Pub. Resources Code section 21000 et seq.), in accordance with California Code of
Regulations, title 14, section 15321 (a)(2).

THE CITY OF RIO VISTA AND ECO RESOURCES, INC ARE HEREBY GIVEN NOTICE
THAT:

1.

The Assistant Executive Officer of the Regional Water Board proposes that the
Discharger be assessed an Administrative Civil Liability in the amount of one million five
thousand dollars ($1,005,000).

The Regional Water Board considers payment of above penalty satisfied through the
completion of the compliance project noted above in accordance with CWC section
13385(k).
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3. A hearing on this matter will be held at the Regional Water Board meeting scheduled on
31 July/1 August 2008, unless the Discharger agrees to waive the hearing by completing
the attached form and returning it to the Regional Water Board by 4 June 2008.

4. If a hearing on this matter is held, the Regional Water Board will consider whether to
affirm, reject, or modify the proposed Administrative Civil Liability, or whether to refer the
matter to the Attorney General for recovery of judicial civil liability.
