(WWTP) which provides sewerage service to the Cameron Park and Mother Lode Service Area.
Treated wastewater is discharged to Deer Creek, a tributary to the Cosumnes River. The
tentative amendments to the existing WDR Order No. R5-2002-0210 address: (1) implementation
of a site-specific water effect ratio for copper, (2) recently adopted amendments to the Central
Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board (Regional Water Board) Water Quality Control Plan
for the Sacramento and San Joaquin River Basins to add a site-specific temperature objective for
Deer Creek, and (3) wastewater disinfection process changes implemented at the WWTP.
