The Red Ink Maid and Big Seam Mine is an underground lode gold mine on land owned
by the United States Government and administered by the United States Department of
Agriculture, Forest Service (Forest Service). The mining claims are about six miles
southeast of Foresthill. Surface water drains to Mad Canyon, tributary to the Middle
Fork of the American River. Richard Sykora, the mine operator, has applied for waste
discharge requirements to operate the mine under Title 27, California Code of
Regulations. The proposed WDRs include requirements for:

1. The proposed construction of a new waste dump #5 for discharge of waste rock.
2. Implementation of a surface water monitoring program.
3. Reclamation and closure of waste dumps #1-4 by 30 October 2009.
