Reasonable steps shall include such accelerated or additional monitoring as necessary to
determine the nature and impact of the non-complying discharge or sludge use or disposal, and
adequate public notification within 24 hours to downstream water agencies or others whose contact
is reasonably foreseeable with the non-complying discharge.
