WATER SOURCE

Calaveritas Creek originates as O’Neil Creek , north of the community of White Pines in the Upper Calaveras Watershed.  It is uncertain the exact point where the creek name changes and why.  Mining activities were the dominant land use in the 1850’s with the arrival of the Gold Rush.  Currently, cattle grazing and rural activities are the dominant land use.  This site picks up one of the major inflows in to the South Fork of the Calaveras River from the upper watersheds.  
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
