SITE LOCATION

Site Name:  Charleston Drain at CCID Main
Site Description, Location and Access:

The drain is an open ditch on the northeast side of the CCID Main Canal levee road located approximately 4.1 miles south of the Almond Drive Bridge.  There is a windmill and small blue building that are good landmarks to the site.  These structures are also on the northeast side of the levee.  The monitoring site is located approximately 50 yards southeast (parallel to the levee road) from these structures.  The site is approximately 20 yards from the levee road on the other side of a barbed wire fence.  The site is accessed via Mercy Springs Road south for 4 miles to Almond Drive and go east for 1 mile to the CCID Main Canal.  Follow the east levee road south for 4.1 miles to the site.

WATER SOURCE

Type and source of water being discharged (description):
The Charleston Drain carries only tile drainage water and ground water seepage from the Charleston Drainage District.  Below this monitoring point additional tile drainage as well as surface drainage water enters the Charleston Drain.  The tile drainage originates from about 1100 acres of on-farm tile drainage systems and additional ground water seepage from 3200 acres of land.

Comments on factors affecting water quality and quantity at the site:

The drain carries mostly tile drainage water at this site.  Surface tailwater can enter this system but frequently enters the drain at a point below this site.  The Charleston Drain is also monitored by other agencies but care must be taken in data interpretation to relate to the points of only tile drainage water and those where a combined surface and subsurface system exist.
