WATER SOURCE

This site is monitored to provide a threshold of the quality and volume of the agricultural drainage coming from the Grassland Watershed into the San Luis Drain. The water is elevated with respect to salinity, selenium, and boron.  Flows at this site are highly managed and tend to have the highest concentrations of salt, selenium and boron during the pre-irrigation season, with concentrations decreasing throughout the year to a minimum during the non-irrigation season.
