Existing Fund Expenditure Plan Priorities
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California Water Boards

Address emergency or urgent funding needs, where other emergency 
funds are not available, and a critical water shortage or outage could 
occur.

Address community water systems and school water systems out of 
compliance with primary drinking water standards, with a focus on 
small disadvantaged communities (DACs).

Accelerate consolidations for systems out of compliance, at-risk 
systems, as well as state small water systems (state smalls) and 
domestic wells, with a focus on small DACs.

Provide interim solutions, initiate planning efforts for long-term 
solutions, and fund capital projects for state smalls and domestic wells 
with source water above a primary maximum contaminant level (MCL).
