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Course Description:

Ability to Pay for Attorneys and Enforcement Staff — This course focuses on the issues that lawyers need to deal with in preparing for and presenting cases involving ability to pay claims.  ABEL is a user friendly computer model which evaluates a corporation’s or a partnership’s claim that it cannot afford to pay compliance costs, a civil penalty or a Superfund cleanup.  This class will cover such topics as: recent case developments, use of model interrogatories in obtaining cost data, effective use of the ABEL model outputs, and practical negotiation tips.  The course format will be lecture and discussion only.  While the course is geared for attorneys, all enforcement staff are encouraged to attend.   This class does not include instruction on running the model.
